This panel is located on the front part of the hood and includes:
Filter cleaning alert indicator/switch (ref. 1). Activated when you 
need to clean the aluminium grease filters and deactivated with a 
single press.
Control for setting the timer of the motor (ref. 2). The extractor will 
operate for 5 minutes at the current speed and 5 minutes at each 
of the lower speeds until coming to a complete stop.
Control for the light (ref. 3). Allows the light to be regulated by 
pressing and holding down.

On/off control of the motor (ref. 4).
